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In October 24, 2020, the author published a column, entitled, Time to 
Establish a World Media Organization (WMO), (  www.US-Chinaforum.org
and ) proposing that the UN needs to establish a www.US-Chinaforum.com
WMO to define rules about public media and to regulate its operation and 
propagation in the domestic and international community for the benefit of 
maintaining a peaceful and culturally enriched global community. World 
media has blossomed tremendously in multimedia since the Chinese first 
invented the printing and German first created the printer machine; the world 
media industry has made a quantitative assault of the explosive information 
revolution on human being, unfortunately coming with many pitfalls and a 
giant devil being released in the explosion. The author had characterized the 
problematic media into four categories: 1, rhetoric (between nations and 
social communities), 2, fake news (openly generating false information), 3, 
dangerous speech (inciting hate crimes and terrorism) and 4, information 
security (media collection of private and personal data for illegal use across 
national boundaries). The author argued that the above concerns (their impact 
on world peace caused by world media, for example the amount of fake news 
regarding corona virus and vaccines had led to bad decisions causing 
thousands of unnecessary deaths) dictate the establishment of a WMO in no 
less importance than WTO and WHO.

In this article, the author shall plead again to establish a WMO urgently 
based on recent development of 'media' crisis such as the clash of national 
media organizations (and national government) with the conglomerate cross-
nation socio-media platform and services. These incidences and their 
underlining causes not only reinforces the author's argument in his previous 
article for establishing a WMO, but also presented strong evidence in terms of 
economic instability between the national media and conglomerate media 
services in their long term interest in serving the national and global 
communities. The incidence may seem to be simple as the Australian national 
news media demanding a fee from the social media for their news items based 
on a national law passed by Australia, but the social media platforms offer 
their services to users free of charge and would not like to pay a fee if not 
justified. The two giant conglomerate media companies involved are 

Facebook social media and Google search engine
It is true that news corporations have cost collecting and producing news 

articles, hence they like to have some returns for their investment, however, 
their subscription model simply does not generate sufficient revenue 
without other supplemental income such as ads (limited scale compared to 
social media). The giant international news corporations have broader 
international news sources and audiences but the national news 
organizations have very little leveraging power compared to the 
international giants such as Murdock's News Corp. So there is no surprise 
that Google has striven a deal to pay News Corp but not likely to pay for 
Australian news. The value of news is based on two factors: 1. Truthfulness 
and quality of news and 2. Multiple varieties of sources rather than a 
monopoly for a wide international audience. Currently, the mass media's 
reputation on both is poor which is correlated to their poor subscription 
income. The giant mass media corporations have shown to be biased and 
rigidly divided as seen in the U.S. The small national news corporation such 
as Australia News tends to be nationalistically biased as seen from their 
reports on Australia-China trade issues. When news are biased and 
monopolized nationally or internationally (conglomerate), news becomes 
less valuable to the world community. For example, an Australian fake news 
on Xinjiang Uighur story will not go very far beyond Australia, certainly not 
to the 1.4 billion Chinese, so why should Facebook even allows such fake 
news never mind paying for it.

Similarly with search engines, if the search results are biased and 
monopolized by any agreement between a search engine company and 
conglomerate news corporation, global netizens will prefer to get from the 
organic media; hopefully, social media will maintain that responsibility of 
supporting only truthful postings and true users' opinions. The news media 
should be aware of the YouTube (owned by Google) model where users are 
literally free to post any authentic video news. So the various news 

corporations must compete with that free media, especially in 
'truthfulness' and 'quality' of their news item. Unfortunately, news 
media including giant corporations and YouTube have indulged in 
using fake titles to catch users eyeballs. In reality, this eventually hurts 
the news media reputation hence the value of their news products. So 
there is a real need of regulation and code of conduct for the World 
media Industry (a media morality) for their own survival and true 
usefulness.

Regarding fake news, there is definitely a need for WMO to 
regulate the world media industry. The reporting of Corona virus with 
fake news has caused many death in the world, a matter the UN WHO 
has no tool to deal with. There are other examples such as false 
accusation of genocide of Xinjiang Uighur in China or misreporting of 
the India-China Himalaya border dispute. The sensational media 
reporting were used to generate higher popularity ratings for the 
ministers at the expense of economic impact to people even their lives. 
In Australia's case, its exports to China were severely affected (China 
is Australia's number one export country) and the mobilization of tens 
of thousands of soldiers in Himalaya during winter was inhumane and 
wasteful (fortunately due to media constraint, China exercised control 
and war is avoided). If there was an organization like WMO, which 
was charged for regulating world media on their truthfulness in 
reporting, I think the behavior of journalists and world journalism will 
improve. That is the very reason, the author pleads again that we must 
urge the UN to establish a WMO, for the purposes stated above and 
hopefully will help the global media industry to prevent global 
monopoly, political interference and journalism corruption and 
encourage the world media, big and small corporations, to serve the 
global community truthfully. Most importantly, perhaps the UN will 
eventually have a voice power more useful than relying on organizing 
a UN military forces to deal with crisis or world injustice. After all, no 
matter what national government system one has, authoritarian, 
democracy or monarchy, the voice of people matters to the leader or 
ruler. The authority of WMO equipped with modern communication 
technology anticipating a direct reach to the world population may 
become the more effective regulating force to keep the world in peace 
and harmony than nuclear power.

Abstract
China has nearly 5000 years of history. The U.S. is less than 250 years 

old. The U.S.-China relationship has evolved from no-contact to rivalry 
states in the last two century. How did this happen? This paper traces the 
evolution of the U.S.-China relationship from a long time ago to 
eighteenth to nineteenth century, WW I period, WW II Period, and post 
WW II to current century (in four parts) in order to understand how and 
why the two great nations have become rivals and whether they are 
calculated rivals?!

The CCP initially followed the Soviet communist party, but quickly 
realized it would make China a poor colony. (Mao foresaw the Eastern 
Europe consequences) China's resistance to the Soviet Union and 
struggling under sanctions from the West gave her a hard time for two to 
three decades, but the time had strengthened China, making her relying on 
herself and working extremely hard to achieve goals. It all sounds simple 
to have five year development plans, but it is not simple to achieve all the 
goals written in a plan, plan after plan for several decades. Lately, China is 
more self-confident thus willing to publish her detailed development 
plans. It is surprising that the West is so surprised by her accomplishments 
in the last three decades, economically, technologically and militarily all 
under their watchful eyes worldwide. Not enough usable land for farming, 
China converts desert to forests and farms and develops salt (sea) water 
rice crops. Barred from international Space Research, China developed her 
own missiles, satellites, geo-positioning technologies (Beidou system), 
and successfully deployed their lunar exploration programs. China 
recognized her deficiencies in infrastructure and transportation, she now 
had built the world-envied hi-speed rail network, highways and bridges 
and first rate international airports. If we can not deduce from these 
transformation and accomplishments the DNA of CCP, which is 
responsible for China's success, we are really blind. If anyone still says 
China stole all their accomplishments from the West, they are not only is 
blind but also ignorant. If Pompeo believes that we should be against the 
CCP not the Chinese people, he is naive or being brainwashed by a few 
anti-China Chinese dissenters. Billions of Chinese are now proud of CCP 

and its DNA. The more the West media attacks the CCP, the better it 
transforms. Transforming for better is the secret of CCP's success. No 
wonder, the Chinese netizens call the prominent foreign China-bashers as 
China's patriotic builders.

Are China and the U.S. Calculated Rivals? 
The reason this article reviews the U.S.-China relation back to a long 

time ago is to answer this million dollar question. Based on historical 
facts, one may say that the U.S. did not treat China as a rivalry purposely 
perhaps until 21st century. The U.S. participated in the colonial aggression 
against China and developed an impression of weak China which may still 
influence many Americans today. It was understandable that the U.S. had 
a calculated strategy towards the Soviet Union based on the way the 
Soviet expanded communism around the world posing a threat to the U.S. 
(President John F. Kennedy's acute reaction to Russia's Cuban Missile site 
is a clear manifestation of the U.S. concern) But it would be a stretch to 
say that the U.S. had a calculated strategy treating China as a rivalry in the 
19th and 20th century. In fact, the U.S. has always been ambiguous on her 
China policy especially regarding her taking advantage of the 'two-China 
situation' developed after 1949. The U.S. was preoccupied by her Soviet 
policy thus only treating China as an appendix to the Soviet problem 
rather than having a

calculated strategy aiming at China as a rivalry. Recognizing China and 
welcoming China into the West world for the purpose of sanctioning the 
Soviet economy have guided the U.S. China policy and perhaps expected 
China to become like Japan and Korea someday with significant 
dependency on the U.S. economy. This thinking may have prevailed even 
a decade after the collapse of the Soviet Union.

When the Soviet collapsed and the U.S. became the only superpower in 
the world, China was no longer a tool for rivaling the Soviet, but she had 
not been elevated to a rivalry level at that time. It was the year 1999 or the 
turn of the 21st century when China became the world's number two 

economy, China had attracted the U.S. attention, unintentionally since 
China had always taken a low-key attitude. However, the Bush era (2001-
2008) was too preoccupied with terrorism and Middle East issues, it was 
not until the Obama Administration, China's rapid rise was noted as a 
potential threat to the U.S. economy and her life style. However, Obama 
had only made his first trip to China in 2009, a late start in dealing with a 
complex relation with China. Human rights issue and globalization 
operational rules were Obama's main concerns. China had made drastic 
improvements in both arenas by lifting poverty and improving trade 
relations with the bulk of the world. Obama also had to deal with the 
impact of the financial crisis of 2008 which thanks to China was 
weathered through with China's reserve funds. If there was a calculated 
strategy dealing with China, it was only visible through the Pivot to Asia 
which had made it clear that the U.S. would place more attention to Asia 
targeting China. However, Obama announced the Pivot to Asia in a trip to 
Australia in 2011 which may be a clue that the policy was yet to be 
firmed up then.

The surprise came in 2016 when Hillary Clinton lost the presidency 
bid to Donald Trump, otherwise, Clinton would probably follow a 
calculated strategy towards China. In terms of national security, 
continuity in strategy and orderly modification are very much desired. 
However, the American system with changing Commander-in-Chief 
every eight years or shorter makes the execution of a long-term strategy 
not so predictable, sometimes with interruptions. When Trump took over 
the White House, although he appointed more hawkish anti-China staff 
but they seem to have interrupted an original strategic plan if there was 
one. If not, they had made their own playbook which surprised China, 
American elites and citizens as well as U.S. allies. The trade war might be 
a part of long-term strategy but Trump's execution was full of surprises to 
U.S. allies and to China. The lack of patience had accelerated the trade 
war to a technology war impacting not only commerce and military but 
also on stock markets, such as initial offering and stock listing, the heart 
of finance. The tactic steps were too numerous, too rapid and too 
impulsive without calculating out consequences. Some tariffs spilled over 
to allies, 5G technology sanction put some industries and allies at great 
financial risk and the reversals on black list and the reversal of a stock 
exchange's de-list, relist and re-delist again all suggested that the 
targeting China actions were not following a calculated plan, even there 
was a calculated strategy.

美國俄國之間的驅逐外交官遊戲
更甚於中美，2020年美國關閉了駐
聖彼得堡的美國領事舘以後，遊戲
玩到，偌大的俄國，境內已經沒有
一家美國領事舘。最近因為拜登出
言不遜，俄國召回駐美大使，美國
俄國之間驅逐的外交官，十年以來
累積達到千人。

俄國與歐美國家經常互相驅逐外
交官，有時是兩國的摩擦，有時是
事不關己僅為支援友國，美國英國
澳洲及歐洲小國最愛搞這種把戲。

驅逐外交官的遊戲國際上樂此不
疲，消遣外交官是另一種遊戲， 
2013 印度駐纽约副领事女外交官，
被纽约警方逮捕，脱衣，搜身，讓
印度人無比愤慨。新德里警察拆除
美国大使馆周围的安全围栏，收回
外交人员身份证，取消美國外交官
的免稅購物慣例，停止外交郵件的
特殊保護。

80年代蘇聯駐美國華盛頓大使馆
的外交官，街邊任意停車，利用外
交豁免權拒繳罰款，累積到數百萬

美元，華盛頓市政府忍無可忍，開
始強收罰款，引起蘇聯不悅。於是
莫斯科警方對每一輛美國外交官的
汽車都派一輛警車跟隨，任何絲毫
違規，立即警示停車開出極重的罰
單，強收罰款，幾月下來也累積到
數百萬美元，使得在莫斯科的美國
外 交 官 不 堪 其 擾 ，幾 乎 不 能 開
車，最後雙方只得談判妥協。

【沒㈲邦交卻㈲大使】
現在國際上一些不獲承認，沒有

國家地位的地方如台灣，索馬利
蘭，庫爾德斯坦，阿布哈茲共和
國，為了商貿旅遊僑務的需要，他
們會在必要的國家以辦事處，文化
或公司的名稱設立機構，低調辦理
國際事務。

台灣在世界各國包括斯洛伐克、
拉脫維亞這些小國設立了各種名稱
的機構共達105個，目的在彰顯台灣
是國家的形像。台灣派駐國外機構
的官員，在當地國沒有外交官的的
身份，台灣外交部稱這些機構的負
責人為代表，但是當地國的僑界仍
然稱他們為大使，這些代表也不謙
讓，就公然接受大使的稱呼。目前
台灣電視名嘴介文汲曾經是駐紐西
蘭代表，在電視上卻以駐紐西蘭大
使自居。

我見過駐美代表袁健生，出席僑
界聚會都以大使稱呼，他們回到國
內還繼續以大使掛牌。2020年的駐
美代表蕭美琴一到美國就自稱駐美
大使。堪稱國際外交的怪現象，也
突顯了台灣不肯務實的扭曲心態。

外交官品質從精英全權，到日常
辦事，到數量泛濫，到選舉酬庸，
到驅逐消遣，到黑市外交官，在在
顯示，外交官是式微褪色的職業。
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
